Bolts, min 6 mm stainless steel, nylock nuts, washers min 15 mm *

Bolt spacing max 10 cm, if not glued

The outer edges of the canopy surrounding the hatch, must be fitted

With a water deflector (height min 10 mm) to prevent water from forcing

open the hatch in the event of a capsize

Hatches must have a slot for pry bar use in emergency/rescue
____

Controlling crew must have clear visibility ahead with adequate

        there must be a stainless steel plate (washer of min 3 mm thickness 

          and 100 cm2 area
